Event for the Santa Run on December 1, 2019 pursuant to 
the recommended conditions below and waiver of the 
Special Event ($50) and Police Department chargeback

Background: 
 
The Raue Center for the Arts, in cooperation with the Crystal Lake Kiwanis Club, are requesting 
approval for the annual Santa Run. The run will take place in Downtown Crystal Lake on 
Sunday, December 1, 2019.  
 
The event includes a 5K run and 1-mile run/walk. The proceeds of this fundraiser benefit several 
local charities, including the Kiwanis Club of Crystal Lake, Turning Point, and Big Brothers Big 
Sisters. As part of the event, the organizers are requesting the closure of Williams Street between 
Woodstock Street and Crystal Lake Avenue between 6:00 a.m. and 10:30 a.m.  
 
City staff has reviewed the petitioner’s request and does not have concerns regarding the street 
closures, providing the following conditions are met: 
 

1) No items can be located on the sidewalks. 
2) Parking should be restricted along the east side of Grant Street and south side of 

Woodstock Street in addition to the closed portion of Williams Street. 
3) Signs indicating the road closure to be posted a minimum of 24 hours prior to the event 

and in the locations designated by the Police Department. Traffic control and signage 
may be required throughout the 5K and 1-mile race course. The petitioner must meet with 
the City’s Police, Community Development, and Public Works Departments to discuss 
signage needed. 
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4) Organizers are to contact the Street Department for official “No Parking” signs. The “No 
Parking” signs are not to be posted on telephone poles and are to be removed 
immediately after the race. 

5) The barricades on Brink Street must be placed near the alley entrances, instead of the 
Williams Street intersection, to avoid cars getting trapped at the closure points with no 
room to turn around. Also, place barricades or cones on the south end of Williams Street 
to help delineate the limits of the temporary vehicle restriction for pedestrians/event 
visitors. 

6) Add cones or other physical separation for the temporary “runners’ lane” in the southern 
bay of parking on Woodstock Street between Grant and Williams. 

7) All directly affected businesses and residents on North Williams Street must be notified 
in advance of the road closure. 

8) An insurance and hold harmless agreement needs to be provided to the City of Crystal 
Lake prior to the event. 

9) Streets along the race route will not be closed. There are several churches in the 
neighborhoods the 5K race passes through.  

10) Work with the Police Department as to positioning of volunteers, as well as the number 
of officers required for this event.  

11) Runners should be reminded that they are obligated to follow all laws related to 
pedestrians in the roadway. 

12) Streets are not to be marked with paint or any permanent materials. 
13) An access lane greater than 13 feet is required for access to Williams Street by aerial 

ladder. 
14) Should the Raue Center be used for the award ceremony, the occupancy limit cannot be 

exceeded during the award ceremony. 
15) This event will require one supervisor and nine officers and a minimum of five volunteers 

to direct traffic and race participants throughout City streets. If no volunteers are willing 
and/or able to participate, the additional locations will need to be covered by officers. 
Volunteers must wear traffic safety vests, and have the ability to communicate via radio 
or cellular telephone with organizers and police in the event of an emergency. Please 
contact the Police Department by November 1, 2019 to determine/arrange for Police 
Officers for traffic control, lead vehicle, etc. Unless waived by the Council, the applicant 
shall be responsible for paying for the officers. 

16) Ensure that the lead and follow vehicles do not block traffic. The lead vehicle and trail 
car are required to be police squads to ensure the safety of the participants. 

17) All trash must be picked up along the race route, as well as in the downtown area. 
18) The use of the downtown lighting system to provide electrical power for the sound 

system is prohibited. 
19) A temporary sign permit must be obtained from the Building Division for any 

signage/banners. 
20) No smoking, as well as cooking or open flames, is permitted under the canopies/tents. 

 
Fee Waivers 
Since this is a fundraiser for the Kiwanis, they are requesting that the Special Event application 
fee of $50 be waived.  Also, the Santa Run will require staffing officers and supervisors. The 



estimated cost of Police personnel for the event is approximately $1,460.  Last year, the City 
Council waived all of the fees (application and Police chargeback). 
 
The applicant has been made aware of these recommended conditions and advised to attend the 
August 20, 2019 City Council meeting to answer any questions.

Background:  
 As is customary with County Zoning requests within the City’s mile and a half planning 

jurisdiction, the City received notice of this request. 

 The property in question consists of approximately 5.42 acres and is zoned “E-1” Estate District.  

 The property is approximately 240 feet from the City’s municipal boundary. 

 McHenry County Zoning Board of Appeals will hear case 2018-037 at their August 29th meeting. 

 The property is not within the Crystal Lake Watershed. 

 

Request:  

 The request is for a Conditional Use Permit for a Residential Care Facility. 

 A Residential Care Facility is required to meet the following standards under the County’s Unified 
Development Ordinance. 

Residential Care Facility. 

1. Application for a residential care facility shall submit the following as part of use approval: 

a. A statement of the exact nature of the facility planned and services to be offered, such as 
treatment of mental health issues, developmental disabilities, or drug addiction and 
rehabilitation.  The facility would care for seniors who need help with daily living. 
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b. Provide the facility’s maximum capacity, typical duration of stay, type and number of 
personnel to be involved in the daily operation of the facility, and any permanent residents or 
caretaker, if applicable.  A maximum of 10 individuals would reside in the facility. 

c. The qualifications of the organization who will operate the facility. The type and number of 
personnel who will be involved in the daily operation of the facility.  Shepherd Premier 
Senior Living owns and operates several other facilities around McHenry County. 

d. A completed application form for the relevant state license or national accreditation to be 
sought by the organization.  The facility would be licensed by the State of Illinois, Illinois 
Department of Public Health. 

e. A management plan that addresses unused pharmaceuticals in respect to disposal and 
wastewater and which incorporates relevant best management practices identified by the 
United States Environmental Protection Agency.  This information was not provided in 
the zoning packet. 

2. Prior to commencing operations, or at the earliest date possible, the facility shall obtain all 
applicable state, federal, and local licenses required for operation, and/or an applicable national 
accreditation. Such licensure and accreditation must be in effect and maintained in good standing 
at all times. 

 

 The home will be fully sprinklered, with a system that meets the City of Crystal Lake’s 
requirements.  This property is within the City’s Fire Protection District. 

 Staff has no concerns with this request.

 Existing Use:  The subject property is a public park. 

 The subject property is a 140 acre park public. The parking lot that is being reconstructed is 
near the pond in Veteran Acres with access off of Route 176. 

Request: 

 The petitioner is requesting a variation from the requirement to install the perimeter parking 
lot landscaping screen. 

 The parking lot and surrounding area is very wet and consistently floods as the stormwater 
from the Downtown area is discharged at the pond.  

PZC Highlights:

Background:    
As defined in the Unified Development Ordinance, the City collects school impact fees from 
residential developers in Crystal Lake. The derivation of the fee is outlined in the UDO and the 
fee is collected when building permits are issued. The ordinance also specifies how the impact 
fees can be used. When the City collects these impact fees, the City distributes the allocated 
funds to the associated School District.  
 
Over the past few years, Illinois municipalities have been sued for the improper use of impact fee 
revenues by school districts. The attached agreement will protect the City by indemnifying the 
City in the event of any such litigation.  
 
There are certain areas of incorporated Crystal Lake that lie within the boundary of Woodstock 
Community Unit School District No. 200. The agreement was authored by special counsel for 
the City, Vic Filippini, and was approved by District 200’s board of education on July 16, 2019. 
The City Council has previously approved the same agreement between the City and Districts 
47, 155, and 46, as well as the Crystal Lake Park District for its Park Impact Fees.

Background: 
The City of Crystal Lake conducted an open solicitation (no prequalification) Request for Proposal (RFP) 
for Wastewater Treatment Plant #2 PLC, I/O and SCADA Server Replacement Project. 

A pre-proposal meeting was held on July 15, 2019, and five companies attended. Three proposals were 
received on August 2, 2019. Public Works staff evaluated and ranked the proposals based on 
qualifications, references and cost (see table below):

Project Need and Description: 
The base scope of work generally consists of replacing existing Programmable Logic Controllers 
(PLC's) at various control panels within Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP) #2, as well as the 



SCADA server. The SCADA system communicates with maintenance staff to ensure proper operations 
and alert staff of any inferior conditions/malfunctions by sending alarm conditions to duty phones, e­
mail accounts and iP ADs. These components have exceeded their economic life and require replacement. 
The existing PLC's are Allen-Bradley SLC series and repair parts continue to become more expensive 
and increasingly hard to obtain as the manufacturer has begun to phase them out. The new PLC's will 
be replaced with Allen-Bradley CompactLogix series which are expected to be in operation for the next 
10 to 12 years. This project is included in the City's FY 2019/2020 Budget and the Capital Improvement 
Plan (CIP). 

Consultant Evaluation Process 
The Public Works Department followed the City's Purchasing Policy to secure a qualified vendor for 
this project. Public Works Department staff has reviewed the proposals. The qualifications criteria that 
were considered during the review were: 

1. Proposal completeness 
2. Firm's reputation and integrity 
3. General experience and history of performance on similar projects 
4. Current or past projects related to the scope of services 
5. Understanding of the project 
6. Adherence to the Project Scoping Summary 
7. Experience of personnel, including industry certifications 

8. Cost 

In staffs opinion, Concentric Integration has the necessary experience and expertise for this project. 
City staff have worked with Concentric Integration previously on similar projects with satisfactory 
results. 

Recommendation: 
Based on a review of the firm's proposals, qualifications, experience and references, City staff 
recommends the selection of Baxter and Woodman/Concentric Integration for the Wastewater Treatment 
Plant #2 PLC, 1/0 and SCAD A Server Replacement Project. The FY 2019/2020 budget has allocated 
funds for this project.

The City of Crystal Lake conducted an open solicitation (no prequalification) Request for Proposal (RFP) 
for the Water and Sewer Division Systems Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) and 
SCADA Radio System Upgrades. A pre-proposal meeting was held on July 25, 2019, and four 
companies attended. One company emailed City staff to decline to bid due to inability to complete this 
project within the required schedule. Two proposals were received on August 7, 2019. Public Works 
staff evaluated and ranked the proposals based on qualifications, references and cost (see table below):

Controllers (PLC's), Input/Output (1/0) modules, and communication radios. The Water and Sewer 
SCADA system consists of PLC's at the five water plants, water towers, and pressure reducing valves. 
It also includes and utilizes radios to transmit data information. 

The existing SCADA system is nearing the end of its reliable service life. The existing PLC's I/O 
modules, and communication radios at McCormick Tower and the water treatment plants are using a 



SLC series (serial/analog- not Ethernet compatible) which are no longer manufactured or available for 
sale through the manufacturer. The parts that are still available on the market for sale are older and priced 
about five times over previous pricing. The City's water automated treatment and pumping facilities will 
not remain operational if this SCADA system is not updated in the near future. 

This equipment needs to be upgraded to match the City's current Allen Bradley Compact Logix platform 
(Ethernet based). 

Consultant Evaluation Process 
The Public Works Department followed the City's Purchasing Policy to secure a qualified vendor for 
this project. Public Works Department staff has reviewed the proposals. The qualifications criteria that 
were considered during the review were: 

1. Proposal completeness 
2. Firm's reputation and integrity 
3. General experience and history of performance on similar projects 
4. Current or past projects related to the scope of services 
5. Understanding of the project 
6. Adherence to the Project Scoping Summary 
7. Experience of personnel, including industry certifications 
8. Cost 

In staffs opinion, Baxter and Woodman Inc./Concentric Integration has the necessary experience and 
expertise for this project. City staff have worked with Concentric Integration previously on similar 
projects with satisfactory results. 

Recommendation: 
Based on a review of the firm's proposals, qualifications, experience and references, City staff 
recommends the selection of Baxter and Woodman lnc./Concentric Integration for the Water and Sewer 
Division SCAD A and Radio Upgrades. The FY 2019/2020 budget has allocated funds for this project.
