I 
am pleased to report that as a result of our officers and employees determination and 
commitment, the department persevered through each challenge and was able to maintain the 
high level of service that our citizens expect and deserve.     
 
One way we have effectively navigated the expected and unexpected moments during the last 
year is by continuing to rely on our partners throughout the City. Without the partnerships with 
other departments in the City, businesses in the community, and especially the citizens of Crystal 
Lake the departmentôs ability to provide exceptional customer service throughout this past year 
would have proven to be much more challenging. I am thankful for each those strong 
partnerships and the department will strive to preserve and build upon them into 2022.  
 
Our ongoing focus on the level and volume of training provided to our employees is another way 
our department remained successful.

Two specific areas of 
training were responding to mental health incidents and crisis intervention. Critical incident 
response was also the focus of blocks of instruction. This also included training on appropriately 
responding to resistance that may be encountered during the performance of their duties. The 
training sessions contributed to employees being able to stay as safe as possible while effectively 
responding to the needs and concerns of our citizens.  
 
Consistent with previous years, focus also remained on leadership development for the 
supervisory staff. One newly promoted supervisor attended the Northwestern University Center 
for Public Safety-Supervision of Police Personnel. Two tenured sergeants completed the 
Northwestern University Center for Public Safety-School of Police Staff and Command. Lastly, 
one commander successfully completed, the FBI National Academy. The leadership development 
training will assist with ensuring our department continues its forward progress as the law 
enforcement profession continues to evolve.    
  
I remain grateful to serve as the Chief of Police for this department. I want to thank all employees 
of the department for their outstanding work and continued efforts to make the department the 
best it can be.
